Precautions:

It is important that your dog be closely monitorad by your veterinarian while on a
treatment plan with CLOMICALM Tablets and behavior training. You must inform
your veterinarian of ar& current or future medications you are administering to
your dog. The use of CLOMICALM Tablets in conjunction with certain oiher d

or when vour dog has other ilinesses may be contraindicated or increase the i
of acverse reactions.

It is important that you inform your vetennarian of any changes in your dog's
environment including, but not limited to, a new family member, a new pet, a mave
to a new location, or a change in your existing daily schedule. Some changes may
result in an altered response to therapy.

Itis important to inform yeur veterinarian of any perceived changes in your dog's
behavir, appelite, or overall health while administering any medication. Some
display a tempaorary lethargy with the first few days of CLOMICALM treatment. In
some cases, signs of separation anudely, such as vocalization, may temporariy
increase at th initiation of treatment, In an overdosa stuation, seek veterinary
attention for your pet as spon as possibie.

The safety and efficacy of CLOMICALM Tablets have not been established in
dogs less than & months of age or in pregnant or lactating female dogs.
CLOMIGALM Tablets should not be used in breading mele dogs (see Contraindications,
CLOMICALM Tablets are not recommended for other behavior problems, such

as aggression.

Efficacy:

CLOMICALM Tablets were tested in clincal trials involving client-owned dogs to
determine effectiveness, CLOMICALM Tablets, at 2 - 4 mg/kg/day (0.9- 1.8 mg/
pound/day) when used i conjunction with behavior iraining accelerated both the
time to improvement and the final result of separation anxiety therapy compared
to behavicral training alone.

Adverse Reactions:

The fallowing adverse reactions have been reported associated with administration
of CLOMICALM Tablets: lethargy/depression, vomiting, diarrhea, elevation in liver
enzymes, convulsionis|, increased heart rate, decreased heari rate, increased
thirst and confusion. Liver disease has occurred, especially in the presence of
pre-existing conditions or with concurrent administration of drugs metabolized by
the liver. In overdoses, signs such as vomiting, lethargy or depression, weakness
and incoardination, dilated pupils, and vocalization may occur. Consuli with your
veterinarian if your dog expenences these or any other conditions.

Dosage and Administration:

The recommended daly dose of CLOMICALM Tablsts is 2 to 4 mg/kg/day (0.8 -

1.8 mg/hvday) (see dosing table below). Your veterinarian wil instruct you to gve

ablets may be given with a small amount of food in an attempt to reduce
